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Doctor saves the Encounter.

Note: If an astigmatism correction is necessary, enter 
the required information on the “Astigmatism Corr.” tab. 

 

Note: As Orders are completed, a Task is automatically 
sent to the doctor to inform him/her that the Order has 
been completed. 

Note: Tasks display in the Task Manager window of 
their respective owners.  

Note: The IOL stickers that were used can be scanned 
into the Encounter by clicking the eFiles icon on the 
Cataract Surgery Element. 

All Tasks and Orders  
are completed. 

During an Encounter, the 
decision is made to have 
cataract surgery done. 

Doctor fills out the Cataract Surgery 
Request Element. 

The Ready for Cat. Surg. Plan 
Task is sent to the doctor.  

Doctor prints a Surgery Form. 

On the day of the surgery, the doctor 
creates a new Cataract Surgery Encounter.
